Joliet Junior College is a comprehensive community college. The College offers pre-
baccalaureate programs for students planning to transfer to a four-year university,
occupational education leading directly to employment, adult education and literacy

programs, work force and workplace development services, and support services to help
students succeed.

JIC is one of only 19 colleges and universities nationwide to receive a National Medallion
Award for student development.

ECONOMIC AND DEMOGRAPHIC TRENDS

POPULATION:
The U.S. Bureau of the Census slates Will County as the fastest growing county in Illinois
between 1998 and 1999, and the 16th fastest growing in the nation during that same time.
Between 1990 and 1999, Will County ranked number one in the United States in terms of
overall growth numerically and third in the United States with respect to overall percentage
growth. With a breadth of 1,442-square miles, District 525 serves a population of more than
400,000 in Will, Grundy, Kendall, LaSalle, Kankakee, Livingston and Cook counties.

ECONOMY

According to the City of Joliet (2000), assessed values of residential units have increased by
over 20%. This is coupled with a 5% increase in the Consumer Price Index for Will, Grundy,

and Kendall counties. As a result, the availability of affordable housing in the Joliet Junior
College district has decreased.

EMPLOYMENT

The growth of the area labor force, 4.1%, is the highest in five years. Technical and
professional occupations including information technologists and correction officers are the
fastest growing in Illinois. Automotive mechanics, nursing assistants, and HVAC are

deemed as best bets by the Illinois Occupations Information Coordinating Committee (2000)
for occupations requiring vocational training.



STUDENT ENROLLMENT
JJC has experienced a 13% increase in generated credit hours in the last 10 years. With the
expansion of program offerings such as Networking and Veterinary Technician in concert
with the population growth of the area, JJC expects to continue an increase in enrollment for
the next three to four years. That said, students are traveling from 15 different Illinois
counties to attend JJC. JJC also enrolls students from Indiana, Michigan, and Ohio.

Hispanic students posted the largest increase (66%) in FTEs from Fall 1999 to Fall 1999.
This is followed by Asian students (27%) and African-American students (10%) respectively.
Between Fall 1999 to Fall 2000, the median age for full-time increased to 24 while part-time
remained unchanged at 33. For those enrolled in non-credit courses, the median age was 38.

The increase in the percent of students who are non-degree seeking (enrolled in Vocational
Skills, Adult Basic Education, and ESL) increased by 2.1% between Fall 1999 and Fall 2000.

Along with the increase enrollment, JJC posted a 9% increase in the number of
degrees/certificates conferred in 2000. This is based on the number of degrees/certificates
that were reported to the ICCB between 1999 and 2000.

Most of the non-credit courses were offered on the main-campus (48%) in Fall 2000.
Another 10% were offered at City Center and 20% were offered at the North Campus. In
Fall 2000, over half of the non-credit students hailed from the following five townships:
Joliet, Plainfield, Lockport, New Lenox and Morris. Females out numbered males in Fall
2000 (56% females vs. 44% for males).

In Fall 2000, there were over 500 faculty members, about 200 were full-time. Forty-three
percent of all faculty, full-time or part-time, were female. Only 6% of the faculty were
minorities. However, the number of unknown ethnicity was over 12% and may contribute to
the low number of reported minority faculty.
