The JIC Office of Institutional Effectiveness annually conducts a yield analysis of enrollment
from district high schools. The yield is the percentage of high school graduates who enroll at
JJC. As figure 2.1 shows, about 17% of all graduating seniors in the district enrolled at JJC.
About 25% of students who actually enroll in college choose JJC, showing that JJC is the college
of choice for about 25% of District high school graduates.!

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Brief interpretation of performance and related implications

Research indicates the two largest predictors of academic success in college are motivation and
academic preparation.” Nationally, 44% of students who start at community colleges never
reached Algebra 2 in high school, compared to 11% of students who start at four-year colleges.3
Completion of higher-level math courses in high school and college is highly correlated with
success in college. More sustained and systematic involvement with elementary and secondary
schools, then, has a major impact on the academic preparation and motivation of students who
begin their academic careers at community colleges, in the process increasing retention, comple-
tion, and transfer rates. Effective partnerships with elementary and secondary schools increase
access, help students make more reasonable and informed college major and occupational deci-
sions, and communicate higher expectations. The benefits would enormous for the student and the
college. Students benefit from having clear expectations and better academic preparation, while
colleges would benefit by investing more resources in college appropriate courses instead of re-
viewing material that students should already have mastered.

JJC maintains many programs and activities that aim to promote higher education opportunities to
elementary and secondary school students.* Providing students with a blueprint for their academic
career, along with information about financial aid, price, occupational attainment, and transfer, goes
a long way in providing linkages between high schools and community colleges, along with meet-
ing accountability calls for access and learning.
