Hands on activities will be provided for students interested in learning more about 
educational and career opportunities in these and related fields of horticulture.     
Details on each program are described below.  
  
Urban Forestry-Arboriculture Module:  Students attending this session students 
will have the opportunity to literally climb a tree using a rope and saddle under the 
guidance of a tree climbing expert.  In addition, various types of arboriculture     
equipment will be on hand for students to observe their use and application in the 
tree care industry including a chipper, chainsaws, pest management apparatus, and 
a bucket truck. A woody plant identification course will be set up to sharpen you skills 
in identifying common trees and shrubs.   
Tree industry personnel and JJC  urban forestry/arboriculture instructors  will be on 
hand to answer questions regarding tree climbing techniques, equipment operation, 
and employment and career opportunities.  
  
Landscape Design Module:  In this session, students will engage in the fundamen-
tals of design, and how to implement a landscape design.  With these fundamentals 
in place, students will put their class room knowledge to work.  Students will be in-
structed by the JJC Landscape Design and Construction instructor.  
  
Prom Flower Design Module:  This creative session will inspire you to make some-
thing unique for your special prom day.  Sample prom bouquets, wristlets, floral body 
art as well as alternative prom designs will be on display.  Students will be creating a 
wristlet, boutonniere and a creative piece of floral body art.   
Please bring your own design tools including wire cutter and design knife.  All 
other materials will be provided for participants.  Come and learn the latest styles in 
prom design so you can really stand out at the dance!  
 
Greenhouse Module:  Students participating  in this module will soil test and con-
duct insect scouting.  Participants will also plant hanging baskets and calculate the 
cost of the basket.  The student will also learn about the PRIVA control system and 
anticipate management decisions based on information provided.
