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Documentation requirements for students with a learning disability.


The applicant must provide documentation completed by a qualified professional which states the diagnosis, the impact the disability has on academic performance, and the recommended accommodations pertinent to the testing results. This information can be contained in either a psychological report or in the Summary of Performance issued by the high school. THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION IS REQUIRED:

Aptitude/IQ
A complete aptitude assessment including all percentiles, subtest and standard scores is required. The preferred adult aptitude test is the Wechsler Adult Intelligence Scale-Third Edition (WAIS-III). Aptitude tests administered throughout grade school and high school are accepted.

Individual Achievement

Testing must include percentiles, standard, and subtest scores for all subject areas assessed. The achievement test should be no older than 4 years, or to have been administered using an adult test/measurement. Examples of individualized achievement tests would include the following: WIAT, Woodcock Johnson, Kaufman, or the Peabody. Reporting should include percentiles and grade levels for reading, writing, and math in addition to standard scores. Test dates must be included. 
Information Processing

Measures should assess areas such as short- and long-term memory, sequential memory, auditory and visual perception, and processing speed.

If a student has received special education services through his or her local school district, the most recent Individualized Education Program (IEP) and Multidisciplinary Conference Summary (MDC) must also be provided.

If Learning Disability documentation DOES NOT meet these requirements, the student should seek further testing from a licensed individual such as a clinical psychologist or diagnostician if accommodations are going to be requested from the Joliet Junior College StAR Program.
