At the start of each semester, the ECC accepts Requests for Schedule Changes for current clients dur- ~— 7
ing the first two weeks of the semester. Please see the ECC office staff for a Change of Schedule

Form . At the end of the second week of the semester we close scheduling changes and create your first bill based
on the schedule you have provided and have been approved for. We then open any remaining time slots to the
JJC community. If you need to request additional hours or alter your schedule in any way, you must fill out a
Change of Schedule Request Form and submit it to the ECC Coordinator at least 72 hours in advance for consid-
eration. Please understand that we are not able to honor all schedule requests. We must maintain appropriate
group sizes and staffing at all times. All additional hours will appear on bill two of the semester. Bear in mind,
after three schedule changes additional fees will apply. Thank you for your cooperation as we attempt to accom-
modate our families needs as well as maintain a quality child care environment.
